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BayTrust
Athlete Scholarships
Purpose

These scholarships recognise sporting talent within the Bay of Plenty and are designed to assist high achieving junior athletes with athlete development in international competition.  

Eligibility

Athlete - Any young athlete of the Bay of Plenty aged 16 – under 23 at the time of application, residing in the region covered by the BayTrust and Sport Bay of Plenty, who have been selected for a New Zealand Representative squad or team in their chosen sport. 
Athletes with Disabilities - Any athlete with a disability, of the Bay of Plenty, residing in the region covered by the BayTrust and Sport Bay of Plenty, who have been selected for a New Zealand Representative squad or team in their chosen sport.
Qualification requires athletes to be permanently living in the BOP region at the time of application. Athletes at university outside of the Bay of Plenty do not qualify for this scholarship.
Please note that if you received a BayTrust Athlete Scholarship in the March 2019 round an application would not be considered for this round.
SCHOLARSHIP VALUE
Athlete Scholarship – These will be to the value of $250 - $2000 dependant on the calibre of the application, level of competition, costs associated with competition and travel requirements as considered by the scholarship committee. 
Acorn Foundation Christine Tustain Award – This scholarship, has been kindly donated by Christine Tustain through the Acorn Foundation and will be awarded to one Tauranga based athlete annually in the October round of scholarships.

Requirements

· The Athlete Scholarship application form must be fully completed by the applicant themselves.
· The scholarship will be conditional on the athlete meeting the eligibility criteria outlined above.  
· Scholarships must be for international sporting competition / off-shore events.
· Applications will be assessed by a committee comprising the minimum of one representative from both Sport Bay of Plenty and the BayTrust. 

· Successful applicants may be asked to assist Sport Bay of Plenty and/or the BayTrust with promotional / role model or similar opportunities.  
· Applicants will be expected to provide post event reflection / results which may be used for media purposes.
· Level of scholarships will be considered depending on the event, priority will be given in order to Olympic Qualification, World Championships (senior), Commonwealth Games, World Champs (junior), New Zealand Event Representation, Development Tour Events, New Zealand Secondary School International events.
APPLICATION PROCESS

There are two rounds of applications in a calendar year. At the close of applications, some athletes will be required to attend an interview with representatives of the BayTrust and Sport Bay of Plenty.  All applicants will be notified in writing AFTER interviews have been completed whether they have been successful or not.
